Eagle Court of Honor


After the Scout successfully completes his Eagle Board of Review, he is officially an Eagle Scout.  The awards packet, however, takes some weeks to come in to the Scout Office.    The Scout and his family decide how to make the presentation of the awards.

Options for Presentation


All Eagle Scouts are acknowledged at the next Troop 476 Court of Honor following his Eagle BOR.  Troop Courts of Honor are held in February, June, and September.  The Eagle Scouts are included in the rank advancement summary and receive a standing ovation along with their opportunity to light the rank candle.  


Some families choose to present the Eagle Award kit at the Troop Court of Honor.  If you choose this option, notify the Troop Advancement Co-Chair at least two weeks before the Court of Honor, and arrange to have the kit at the Troop COH.  


Many families host an Eagle Court of Honor for their son.  A number of resources exist to help you plan and carry out this special event.  Look on the troop website (www.troop476.com) in the Eagle’s Nest section.  Scroll down the long list of eagles to reach the following documents:

The troop also has a copy of the Eagle Court of Honor book which you may borrow from the Eagle COH Advisor.

What is Awarded

The award kit includes the Eagle Badge and a medal.  It also has pins for the Mother, Father, and Mentor (to be determined by the scout.)  The packet also has a certificate suitable for framing, letters of congratulation, and other paperwork.  This awards set will be picked up at the Scout office by the Eagle Coordinator or Advancement Chair and given to the family.  Other items, such as an Eagle scarf, can be purchased by the family from the scout store. 


The troop also has an Eagle Letter Coordinator.  Contact the Letter Coordinator  (currently Marie Nessler) after the scout completes his Eagle Board of Review, so she can send requests for letters of commendation and an American flag which has flown over the Capitol.  They take a few weeks to arrive and will be presented to the Scout when complete or can be saved for the COH.

The troop will order and pay for the brass name plate with your scout’s name and date of Eagle. You should check with the Eagle Coordinator just to make sure that this is being taken care of several weeks prior to the ceremony.

Photo

The Holy Name Society, sponsors of the troop, requests an 8 x 10 photo of your Eagle Scout.  They will contribute $50 toward the cost of the photo and cake, though the contribution is not contingent on having a ceremony.
