Call to Order

Steve:  (Proceed to the front of the room and light candle while saying) This Eagle Scout Court of Honor is called to order.  Good afternoon, ladies and gentlemen.  My name is Steve P., and as the Troop 476 SPL, it is my privilege to welcome you on behalf of Troop 476 to the Eagle Scout Court of Honor for Nick G.

Opening Flag Ceremony

Steve:  At this time, the Troop 476 Honor Guard and Michael R., will present the colors and escort the Eagle Scout and his family.

Michael R:  Please rise.
Color Guard and Eagle Escort advance (wait until Eagle Scout family have reached their seats). 
Color Guard prepare to post colors.

Scout salute.
Please join me in the Pledge of Allegiance.  Two.

Color Guard dismissed.
Please be seated.

Welcome

Steve:  Today is an occasion for pride and joy, as well as a time for serious reflection. The rank of Eagle Scout is the highest recognition that Scouting offers.  It is earned through the advancement program, and only a small percentage of boys who begin in Scouting receive this honor.  Today, we have the pleasure of seeing Nick G conclude his Scouting efforts and join the company of Eagle Scouts.  

Before we begin, I would like to invite Fr. Bob Hayes to come forward to lead us in the Invocation.  Fr. Bob is the pastor here at St. Joseph of Cupertino Church.  

Invocation

Fr. Bob Hayes:
Call to the Eagle's Nest

Steve:  And now, I invite all Eagle Scouts to please stand.  Please introduce your self and tell us what year you earned your Eagle rank, your Troop number and location.  (After they have introduced themselves ask for applause.  Invite then to sit in the Eagle’s nest reserved just for them.)
Nick's Scout History (slide show)
Steve:  And now, Mr. Brian Latona, our Scoutmaster will share a few words about Nick's scouting history.  

Mr. Brian Latona:  Emerald Bay, Hi-Sierra, E50, Philmont, Camp Whisett, Ft. Ross, Navigator, ASPL.

Eagle Project

Steve:  Thank you, Mr. Latona.  As you may know, every Eagle Scout must complete a significant project of benefit to the community as the culminating requirement for scouting's highest rank.  Nick worked on a low-income yard beautification project here in Cupertino, and to talk about that with us this afternoon is Ms. Erica Mayer, Director of Cupertino Community Services.

Ms. Erica Mayer:

Charge to Eagle

Steve:  Thank you, Ms. Mayer.  At this time, Mr. Brian Latona will give the Charge to the Eagle.

Mr. Brian Latona:  Nick, you are about to re-dedicate yourself to the Scout Oath and Law.  Please prepare yourself (pause a moment).  I now remind you of our determination to always be true and faithful to the obligations of a Boy Scout.  This light (point to candle) represents the Spirit of Scouting.  The promises you make and the obligations you take, when in deed you live them, will make your whole life a shining light.  

The Scout Oath represents your Duty to God and Country, and to obey the Scout Law. Character is the third part of our Oath, and is bound up in a pledge:  To keep myself physically strong, mentally awake, and morally straight.  

The 12 points of the Scout Law complete the true obligations of a Scout.  (Ask all Scouts and Scouters to please rise, and to raise their right hand in the Scout sign. Request that Nick lead the Scout Oath and Scout Law.)
Nick:  On my Honor....

  A scout is .....

  Two. You may all be seated.

Mr. Brian Latona:  Nick, you deserve much credit for having achieved Scouting's highest award.  But wear your award with humility, ever mindful that the Eagle Scout is looked up to as an example. May the Scout Oath and Scout Law be your guide for tomorrow.  

Awards

Steve:  Thank you, Mr. Latona. And now, Mr. Greg Buchanan, our District Advancement Chair will present Nick with his Eagle Scout Awards.

Mr. Greg Buchanan:  Nick, we are finally at that point you have been waiting for. It is now time to formally present this high badge of accomplishment.  May the Oath you have taken always remain with you (pin on badge, medal, and pin).  
(Raise Nick’s collar and remove his current slide and neckerchief.)  The Eagle neckerchief is to remind you of the Scout Law as you wear it around your neck (place around Nick’s neck and secure new slide).  It has been wrapped tightly in 12 small twists just as the 12 points of the Scout Law.  

(Present Nick with Eagle Certificate) You should proudly exhibit this certificate as a sign of your Eagle Rank accomplishment.  

Normally at this time, I would also present you with an American Flag that has been flown just for you over the US Capital building in Washington, D.C.  Due to the high demand of flags after 9/11, your flag will be given to you at a later date.  

(Request Nick's parents to come forward)  Nick, in recognition of your mother and father's advice and guidance along the trail to your Eagle rank, and as a symbol of what they have made possible, I would like Nick to present them with this Eagle Tie Clasp and Eagle Mother’s Pin.  (Everyone should follow with a handshake and then take your seat).
